Sixteen skiers attended our Annual General meeting

at the Superstore conference room last fall. We discussed the

addition of a new yellow trail, and plans to build a new warming

hut to replace the hut on the green trail near the Marchand Wayside

Park in fall of 2011 as a 20th Anniversary project.  We discussed

what could be done to improve trail conditions at the Steinbach 

Fly Inn golf course and future club events. The meeting was

followed by club registration and coffee.

Last fall we had an early start to the ski season, a short cut was

created connecting  the Grey trail in Sandilands to the

Green/Yellow parking lot and a formal map was created of the

Steinbach Fly Inn golf course.   Ski Club Members got used to a

new club registration form and non- club skiers got used to signing

in at the Marchand Store and paying trail fees prior to going out for

their ski.

The Ski club once again received excellent support from

skiers, who have committed to supporting their sport through

paying membership, trail fees and donations.  We sold 18

individual  memberships and 24 family memberships. Eleven

donations of varying amounts were given above  trail fees.  Many

non ski club members were faithful at registering and paying trail

fees at the  Marchand Store.  The club recieved  extra funds from

bingo revenues and grooming the Steinbach Fly Inn Golf course.

Fourteen workers, including six from Charleswood Ski Club,

assisted at our trail preparation day last October and braved the

cool cloudy weather. Work that needed to be done was completed

and workers enjoyed a hearty meal after completing their work.

     Our ninth Annual Landmark Feeds/Sandilands Classic was

attended by eighty three participants and thirty one volunteers, who

enjoyed being outdoors on a balmy winter day.  Many onlookers

showed up to watch and enjoy the event. This Classic event was a

great success despite the freezing rain two days prior to the race.
